Spotlight on the Members. Homeward Bound

Asthefirst agency to participatein the Nonprofit Purchasing Group
of Delawar e (NPGD) program, Homeward Bound showed faith in
our mission. To show our appreciation, we decided to highlight their
successful history and mission within the community.

Homeward Bound, originally the Newark Housing Ministry, Inc., began
in 1984 to help respond to the community’s need for emergency shelter
for the homeless. To avoid confusion and also become identified as
nonsectarian, the name was changed in 1990 to Homeward Bound.
Originaly, the program’s funding was used to place homeless families
and individuals in motels for week-long stays. Although this helped in the
short-term, the underlying causes of homelessness were never addressed.

The founders’ vision evolved into a 60-day
transitional program with the purchase of the
Emmaus House in 1985. They could now address
the root causes of homelessness by providing
counseling, training, and guidance while also
providing food, shelter, and encouragement.

As the community’ s homeless needs grew, space
at the Emmaus House diminished - until plans for
an expansion became reality. After much time, work,
and fundraising, a beautifully expanded Emmaus

Once the family is selected and notified, drug tests are
administered and the house rules are reviewed again in detail.
Families always begin with the 30-Day Emergency Program and
then apply for the Transitional Housing which lasts eight
months. In order to be selected for this program, parents must
show that they are working and saving. In addition to finding
work and setting aside savings, all parents are required to attend
Parenting Classes. Other classes and support groups are also
essential, based on each family’ s background or emotional
needs, in order to successfully complete this program.

Last year, approximately 145 people were given emergency
housing through Emmaus House and 14
families obtained permanent housing through
the programs. On average, eight to ten
families participate in the Transitional
Program each year.

What doesthe future hold for Emmaus
House? What does Homeward Bound still
need in terms of resources? “We're very
happy with the status quo for now. Since the
additions, we have doubled the number of
families we can assist. The main focus for the

House opened its doors in 2004. This increased the
agency’ s capacity from four families at atime to eight
families, with additional space for offices, classrooms, and meeting
rooms. The abundance of space also made it possible to change the
transitional program from 60-days to eight months, thereby increasing the
program’ s overall success rate.

NPGD sat down with one of Homeward Bound’s Executive Directors,
Nancy Berry, to learn more about the agency’ s programs, future
plans, current needs, and theimpact NPGD has had on their mission.

With a background in nonprofit accounting, Nancy first joined
Homeward Bound as a volunteer. Due to her dedication and expertisein
finance, she quickly became a full-time employee and then moved on to
become Business Manager. In 1995, Nancy Berry and Mary Ellen Green
became Co-Executive Directors. Mary Ellen started as a case manager at
Emmaus House because of her many years of experience with shelters.
She then moved on to become Program Manager. Mary Ellen handles the
numerous programs while Nancy “crunches’ the numbersto keep the
budget on target, however, they both take an active role in supporting the
familiesthey aretrying to assist.

So how does Homewar d Bound help the countless familiesin need of
shelter? In the normal course of events, afamily will call in need of
emergency housing. An appointment is made so that the family can
complete an application, review the rules governing the Emmaus House,
and speak with a case manager. In thisway, it is possible to get a good
feel for the family’ s situation and whether or not they will be a good fit
for the program(s). The case manager follows up by checking the
family’ s references, including background, possible arrests, and the
sexual predator database. It isvital that each family and its children fit
cohesively with the other families within the house. A decision isthen
made among the eligible candidates based on space and even more
importantly, on their ability to transition into independent living.

future will be more programs, support groups,
and training workshops.”

However, at Homeward Bound, as with other nonprofits,
donations are continually needed. Nonperishable items and paper
products are always welcome. Furniture and new or used
bedding donations are also accepted in order to help transitional
families set-up housekeeping after successfully completing the
program. In addition, volunteers, particularly those with
specialized skills, are another desired resource to support their
training programs and workshops.

What isNPGD’srole? Homeward Bound is currently utilizing
NPGD’s Office Supply program with Office Basics. When asked
how she liked the program and its discounts, Nancy replied, “It's
wonderful! You’ve helped us save a lot of money and that's
always a boon!” They are also looking at the Office Equipment
Program with Ricoh America (formerly Lanier) for future
purchases and savings. The next program they would love to see
on the NPGD site is awholesale food supplier who delivers.
“With our type of organization, groceries are a large part of the
budget, to have a distributor deliver our food orders every week
at wholesale priceswould be great,” declared Nancy.

Don't worry Nancy, more programs and vendors are on the way
to help you and other members save time and money, leaving you
free to pursue your agency’s admirable goals!
